PART 1 GENERAL
1.1 SECTION INCLUDES

A. Wood lockers with [plastic laminate] [wood veneer] [raised panel] doors.

1.3 SUBMITTALS

D. Finish Selection: Submit manufacturer's standard finish, color, and wood pattern samples.
E. Maintenance Instructions: Submit manufacturer's maintenance instructions, including procedures for cleaning and polishing doors, end panels, and interior surfaces.
1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE

2.2 WOOD LOCKERS

A. Standard Lockers:
1. Model: Famous Lockers Standard Locker.
2. Style: [Single] [Double] [Triple] [Quad] [Sextuple].
3. Compartment Size: [12] [18] [20] and [24] inches wide by 21 inches deep by [72] [60] [36] [30] [24] [18] [14-7/16] [12] inches high.
B. Z-Door Lockers:
1. Model: Famous Lockers Z-Door Locker.
2. Style: Double.
3. Compartment Size: [12] [18] [20] and [24] inches wide by 24 inches deep by 42 inches high.
Specifier Notes: Lockers can be furnished knocked down for assembly in the field or can be furnished factory assembled. Consult Famous Lockers for assistance in specifying the construction for the specific application.
C. Construction: [Knocked down for assembly in field] [Factory assembled].
D. Interior Body Parts:
Specifier Notes: Specify 3/4 inch thick for knocked down for assembly in the field. Specify 3/4 inch thick for factory assembled.
1. Material: [3/4] inch thick, 45 pound, high density, industrial grade, particleboard core, covered on both sides with high impact, abrasion resistant, melamine.
2. Melamine Panels: Thermofused and meet American Laminators Association standards as tested in accordance with NEMA for compliance to LD3-2005 High Pressure Laminate.
3. Back Panel: Same material as interior body parts, except 1/2 inch thick.
4. Exposed Edges: Covered [to match interior of locker] [to match doors] [wood veneer to match doors].
E. Venting:
1. Recess Shelves: 3/8 inch.
2. Door Perimeter Gap: 1/8 inch.
F. Plastic Laminate Doors:
1. Material: 3/4 inch thick, 45 pound, high density, industrial grade, particleboard laminated on the outside with high pressure laminate.
2. Edges: Covered to match laminate on doors.
3. Color: Plastic laminate manufacturer's standard colors.
G. Plastic Laminate End Panels, Filler Panels, and Corner Fillers:
1. Material: 3/4 inch thick, 45 pound, high density, industrial grade, particleboard with a laminated front and balance on rear.
2. End Panels: Edges covered to match face of end panels.
3. Filler Panels and Corner Fillers: Include melamine covered top cap.
H. Coat Hooks: 2 double-prong, [chrome] [brass] [plastic], wall-mounted, in compartments 30 inches high or more.
I. Hang Rod: [Chrome] [brass] [wood], single standard locker.
J. Number Plates:
1. Mount on front of door.
K. Hinges:
1. Type: Concealed, self-closing, European style.
2. Number of Hinges:
a. Doors Over 42 Inches: 3.
b. Doors 42 Inches and Under: 2.
3. Door to Open: 120 degrees.

L. Locks:
1. Heavy Duty Cam Lock:
a. Mastered keyed.
b. Key retainable in locked position.
c. Provide Owner with 2 keys for each lock and 2 master keys for system.
2. Built-In Combination Lock:
a. 3-number combination dialing.
b. Minimum of 5 different combination changes.
c. Provide Owner with master key, combination change key, if required, and combination control charts.
3. Padlock hasp.
4. Coin-operated lock.
5. Card-operated lock.
6. Token-operated lock.
2.3 ACCESSORIES

A. Door Pull: [Brass wire] [Chrome wire] [Brass Knob] [Chrome Knob] [Oak] [ _______________ ].
B. Hang Rod: [Chrome] [Brass] [Wood].
C. Additional Coat Hooks: [Chrome] [Brass] [Plastic].
D. Mirror.
E. Towel ring.
F. Additional shelf.
G. Name plate.
H. Inner locker compartment.
I. Inner locker drawer.
2.4 FABRICATION
A. Fabricate locker parts square, rigid, and without warp, with finished faces (interior) flat and free of scratches and chips.
B. Machine attachment holes accurately and free of chips.
C. Attach fasteners as standard with manufacturer.
D. Fabricate corners and fillers as required for installation.
2.5 BENCHES
A. Locker Room Benches:
1. Top: [Plastic laminate] [Match lockers].
2. Supports: Match or compliment lockers.
3. Core: 3/4 inch thick, 45 pound, high density, industrial grade, particleboard.
4. Finish: Match lockers.
5. Seat Width: [15 inches] [ _______ inches] [As indicated on the drawings].
6. Seat Height: [18 inches] [ _______ inches] [As indicated on the drawings].
7. Overall Width: [18 inches] [ _______ inches] [As indicated on the drawings].
8. Overall Height: [18 inches] [ _______ inches] [As indicated on the drawings].
9. Length: [4'-0"] [ _______ ] [As indicated on the drawings].

PART 3 EXECUTION
3.1 EXAMINATION
A. Examine areas to receive lockers. Notify Architect if areas are not acceptable. Do not begin installation until unacceptable conditions have been corrected.
B. Install lockers only after room is finished and normal operating temperature and humidity have been established.
3.2 INSTALLATION
A. Install lockers at locations indicated on the drawings and in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.
B. Install lockers plumb, level, square, rigid, with flush installation.
C. Use manufacturer's supplied hardware.
Specifier Notes: Consult Famous Lockers for assistance in specifying type of base for the specific application.
D. Install lockers on [2 inch by 4 inch wood] [ _______________ ] base having a 2 inch recess at front and at ends of exposed locker runs.
E. Anchor lockers to walls and base using fully concealed anchor devices of type and at spacing in accordance with manufacturer's instructions for each type of substrate.
F. Install locks after lockers are in place.
G. Attach number plates in sequence as indicated on the drawings.
H. Provide flush hairline joints against adjacent surfaces.
I. Replace defective or damaged doors or other components as directed by Architect.
Specifier Notes: Delete the following sentence if locker room benches are free-standing or are not specified.
J. Anchor benches to floor at locations indicated on the drawings and in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.
3.3 ADJUSTING
A. Adjust doors and hardware for smooth operation without binding.
B. Inspect and adjust locks to operate properly.
C. Touch-up marred finishes in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.
3.4 CLEANING
A. Clean surfaces in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.
B. Do not use abrasive cleaners.
